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My contribution is a listing of some of the most relevant scientific works dedicated
to Machiavelli and to his influence recently published. I am well aware that | may have
ignored studies of considerable interest and | am also aware of the limits imposed by a
number of necessary choices. In fact, 1 have only listed very few editions — or re-
editions — of the works by Machiavelli, despite the fact that these are often accompanied
by introductory essays, apparatuses of notes and bibliographical contributions of high
relevance. Likewise, despite their relevance | have decided not to list review articles as
well as PhD dissertations which would have made the search too wide. Nor it has
always been possible to indicate updated editions of works published before 2000 that
have been reissued with major revisions from the first edition. Yet, | have been only
very partially able to offer the full index of journals and collective works. Finally, this
attempt is also conditioned by the difficulty of finding contributions published in
languages or geographical areas other than those of mine consuetudinary reference. All
these limits undeniably make this list very partial, and far from being exhaustive of
accurate. Nonetheless, | hope it may be a usefull reference tool for all those interested in
Machiavelli and Machiavellian studies.
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
